The Gospel to Every Home
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“For, brethren, ye have been called unto liberty,; only use not liberty for an occasion to
the flesh, but by love serve one another” (Galatians 5:13 KJV).

Jesus has called each one of us into a life of liberty, to not live out of legal bondage,
but out of our bondage to the Lordship of Jesus Christ (John 8:32,36). Do not let your
liberty lead to licentiousness, but rather let it lead to a life of service to God. We serve
Him because He first served us by humbly coming to earth as God in the flesh to die for
our sins.

And for those who get excited
about the idea of every home receiving a gospel presentation, they can take part in the
distribution.
