League Tag Coach Free/Online 2 hrs U6s Tag only & U7s 10 wks of Tag with /4 wks of Tackle Ready.

The Coaching League Tag module will help educate coaches on the key differences between tackle
Rugby League and League Tag. To complete the Coaching League Tag module, coaches must hold a
current coach accreditation relevant to the age group they are coaching. For 6-12-year old's, this is a
minimum Modified Games Coach (MGC). For 13's and above, this is a minimum International Games
Coach (IGC). Coaches Courses are age specific-check Annually if you have the correct Accreditation

Community Coach Courses Free Online eLearning-always available. Age specific, this course is a
temporary accreditation until Coaches complete the Face to Face Workshop of their required
Coaches course and is designed around coaches having firsthand experience prior to attending.

Modified Games Coach - U6-12yrs $S20 Re-accreditation-Every 4 yrs-Online Community Coach-Age
All coaches of Mini and Mod League teams (6-12 years) must be accredited as a Modified Games
Coach (MGC). This course involves 3 online modules (3 hrs) and a Face to Face session. (min age 16+)
International Games Coach - U13s+ $20 Re-accreditation-Every 4 yrs-Online Community Coach-Age
Ideal for all coaches of teams aged 13+. This course involves 3 online modules (3 hrs) and a Face to
Face session. (min age 18+) Coaching 16s+ a 3 hr WELL BEING elLearning module is to be completed.
Club Coach - Is for all coaches wanting to coach both 6-12yrs and 13yrs+ $20 Re-accreditation-4yrs
This course involves 6 online modules and a Face to Face session. (min age 18+)

Touch Judge Check Availability / Free / 2 hr Face to Face Re-accreditation Online Annually (rules)

This course is designed to allow people to complete a short course which will allow them to perform
the duties of a Touch Judge in a Rugby League fixture in a volunteer capacity. (min age 14+)

LeagueSafe — FREE (min age 14+) Online Course-30 mins (always available) Re-accreditation N/A
LeagueSafe accreditation is the minimum requirement to enter the field of play, to provide water to
players, to assist with the interchange process as required and to convey messages. This online
awareness course is designed to create a healthy, safe environment and is meant to advise and
prepare on-field personnel other than First Aid Officers, of what to look for in an injured player,
what to do and not do until a qualified person arrives and general safety procedures for players.

League First Aid

$80 (min age 18+) 4 hr Online / 7 hr Face to Face. Working with players under 16 years of age.
The League First Aid course covers how to manage emergency situations and apply first aid in a
Rugby League environment. All candidates who successfully complete the course will receive

a digital Statement of Attainment for the units of competency: HLTAIDOO3 Provide First Aid,
incorporating HLTAIDOO1 Provide Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation, together with an NRL League First
Aid Certificate. Recognised Prior Learning (RPL) 3 hr Face to Face-$30. Re-accreditation-Every 3 yrs.

Level 1 Sports Trainer

$170 (min age 18+) 10 hr Online/ 12 hr Face to Face. Working with players 16 years and older.

The Level 1 Sports Trainer course covers how to manage emergency situations and apply first aid in a
Rugby League environment as well as injury and concussion management, crisis management, sports
taping and transporting an injured athlete. All candidates who successfully complete the course will
receive a digital Statement of Attainment for the units of competency HLTAIDOO3 Provide First Aid,
incorporating HLTAIDOO1 Provide Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation, and an NRL Level 1 Sports Trainer
Certificate. Recognised Prior Learning (RPL) 6 hr Online / 8 hr Face to Face-$90.
Re-accreditation-Every 3 yrs is a 4 hr Online / 4 hr Face to Face course-$60.

CPR Update 2 hr Online / 2 hr Face to Face-540. Re-accreditation required Annually.

Candidates who already hold a current First Aid and CPR certification can apply for exemption
from the morning session of day 1 of these courses through a recognition of prior learning process.
