Joe said “When the coal strikes were on,
every body was starving”.

When Joe came to Lexington, he said “Lord God, this town’s wide open for a
drive-in". When Parkette was built, it was surrounded by nothing but dirt roads.
His first night open, there was a rain storm and Joe was afraid the customers
would get stuck in the mud, so he hired a tow truck driver to help folks get in
